1.OUT OF BOUNDS (Rule 27-1)
a) Beyond any walls and fences bounding the course.
b) Beyond any white stakes bounding the course.

2.INTEGRAL PARTS OF THE COURSE
All walls, dykes, fences and mesh screens are integral parts of the
course. A ball coming to rest on, or against any of these must be
played as it lies or declared unplayable under Rule 28.

3.MOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS (Rule 24-1)
All tee markers, marker posts behind the 1st green, distance
markers, and stones and rakes in bunkers.

4.IMMOVABLE OBSTRUCTIONS(Rule 24-2)
All roads and paths, bench seats, water to by covers, drinking
fountains and ball washers, electricity poles, shed behind 8th tee
and flag pole behind 1st green.

5.WATER HAZARDS AND LATERAL WATER HAZARDS
(Rule 26)
These are marked with yellow and red posts respectively.

6. OVERHEAD WIRES AND STANCHIONS
If a player’s ball strikes overhead wires or stanchions on the 2nd,
6th and 7th holes, the stroke must be replayed without penalty.

7. RABBIT HOLES AND SCRAPES(Rule 25-1)
A ball lying in a rabbit hole or scrape may be lifted and dropped not
nearer the hole without penalty.

8.TRACTOR TYRE MARKS OR WHEEL RUTS (Rule 24-2b)
A ball coming to rest in a tractor tyre mark or wheel rut anywhere
on the course may be lifted and dropped not nearer the hole
without penalty.

9.PROTECTION OF YOUNG TREES (Rule 24-2)
Protection of trees identified by stakes, protected tubes or circled
by posts or wire, if such a tree interferes with a player’s stance or
in the area of his intended swing, the ball must be lifted without
penalty and dropped in accordance with Rule 24-2b(i).

10.Ball on tees must be lifted and dropped off tees not nearer the
hole.

PENALTY FOR BREACH OF LOCAL RULES
Match Play - LOSS OF HOLE
Stroke Play - TWO STROKES

Important points please:- Repair all pitch marks, replace all divots,
rake bunkers, avoid litter and avoid slow play.
